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Overview

The Interview Waiver (IW) allows qualified non-immigrant visa applicants to renew their tourist and business visas (B1/B2) without having to come to the embassy for an interview.  The Interview Waiver can make the application process faster and easier for those who have established a good travel history.

Most applicants who qualify for the Interview Waiver will not need to come for an interview.  However, there are some cases in which the applicant will be called for an interview.  For example, an applicant who was issued a visa while under the age of 14 may be asked to come to the embassy for fingerprinting.  Eligibility for an interview waiver does not guarantee the applicant will have the interview waived.

Eligibility

You may be eligible to participate in the Interview Waiver if: 
· You are a resident of Qatar;
· You are applying for a B1/B2 visa;
· You have been issued a B1/B2 visa by U.S. Embassy Doha that was valid for at least 10 years;
· You provided 10 fingerprints when you applied for your previous visa; and
· Your visa has not been lost, stolen or revoked.

Children under the age of 14 are also eligible to participate in the Interview Waiver if at least one of their parents has a B1/B2 visa issued by U.S. Embassy Doha that was valid for at least 5 years and still has remaining validity.

How to Apply

· Step #1:  Complete a  DS-160 application for each applicant
· It is VERY important to answer all questions on the DS-160 form completely and to the best of your ability.  Failure to do so will delay processing of your visa application. 
· If you are using a travel agency, be sure to provide the agency all necessary information such as mother’s and father’s full names and dates of birth.  Applicants who receive visas will be notified for passport pick up via SMS so it is important that your mobile number, not the travel agency’s, is in the application.

· Step #2:  Pay the visa fee . Please note that the visa appointment fees are valid for 1 year, you may reschedule your appointment at no cost any time during  that one year.
· Step #3:  Schedule an appointment
· During the process of scheduling an appointment online, you will be asked a series of questions designed to determine whether you are eligible to participate in the Interview Waiver.  If eligible, you will receive instructions for submitting your passport for processing.   
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
